Job Description

This is skilled work involving responsibility for efficient and workmanlike performance of a variety of building,
installing, maintaining and repairing tasks requiring the good knowledge of one or more of the mechanical or
construction trades, such as carpentry, plumbing, painting, electrical repair, welding, sheet metal work,
masonry, and related trades. General instructions are received regarding work of ordinary difficulty,
permitting some leeway for planning the technical details. Detailed instructions are usually received for new
or difficult assignments. The work is reviewed by immediate observation, by checking completed work, by
periodic or spot checks, or by another step in the completion of the work. Supervision may be exercised over
the work of helpers and workers. Does related work as required.

Minimum Qualifications (at least)
Graduation from high school or a possession of a high school equivalence diploma and at least five (5) years of
experience as a skilled workman in one or more of the mechanical or construction trades.

NOTE: Preference may be given to candidates with commercial HVAC, electrical, plumbing, and carpentry
experience.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT(s): Candidate must possess and maintain, a clear and valid New York State Driver’s
License appropriate for the type of vehicle to be operated, in meeting the necessary transportation needs of
the job. This may include Class D, Class M/MJ, and Commercial (Class A, B, C) CDL.
